I hope this message finds you and your loved ones safe and well during these difficult and 
uncertain times. As the situation in Lebanon continues to escalate, with strikes affecting 
the entire country, no area is considered truly safe. Daily life has been severely disrupted, 
impacting access to essential services. Despite these challenges, our resilience and 
determination remain strong as we navigate through these unprecedented times. Now, 
more than ever, we are committed to educating, serving, and supporting one another. 
Our dedicated faculty is here to ensure your children's success, fully recognizing the 
difficulties you face. 

Our greatest wish is to return to our beloved UCA campus, where the energy and 
enthusiasm of our students fill the halls and classrooms.
